Such is the
Central purpose of the Capacity Building and Sensitization caouedn the form of
workshops and seminars by VISION 2020 India. VISION 2020 builds and g$tesrsgt
capacity of Eye Care NGOs to carry out effective sustainaiolgrams so as to achieve
their goals. In this year, VISION 2020 India strengthened NG@aoity in Resource
Mobilization, Evaluation, Networking Skills, and Advocacy Skills (Witle workshops
in Hyderabad and Chitrakoot) in Eye Care Services.

In partnership with IAPB, ICEH and other international NGOswn#gting and advocacy
workshops of VISION 2020 India have been conducted for members to gain an
understanding of the concepts and their applicability in movementnesg. Besides,
several subject specific Workshops such as Low Vision in Ahmedabathetia
Retinopathy in Kolkata, Refractive Errors in New Delhi, and ChildhBbddness in
Hyderabad were conducted. The objective of the Workshops was tadohcquaint
members with latest knowledge and practices in the subjectwamdid evolve some
policy guidelines for all the stake holders including the Govt. of India.
